AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO WORK WITH THE CUYAHOGA COUNTY TREASURER
TO ISSUE TAX CREDITS TO HOMEOWNERSZ'

WHEREAS, on August 7, 2001 the electors of the City of Brook
Park approved the Settlement Agreement between the Mayors of
Cleveland and Brook Park; and

WHEREAS, Brook Park will receive income taxes generated at
NASA from the portions of NASA formerly located in Cleveland; and

WHEREAS, the City has decided to work with Cuyahoga County to
issue a tax credit to homeowners within the City- based upon the
revenues received from NASA.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Council of the City of
Brook Park, State of Ohio, that:

. SECTION 1: The Mayor is hereby authorized, on behalf of the
City to work with the County to issue tax credits to Brook Park
homeowners in an amount that shall not exceed two hundred fifty.
dollars ($250.00) per year per household.

SECTION 2: The initial payment shall be made from monies
received from the transfer of properties as defined in the Brook
Park and Cleveland Settlement Agreement. Council shall, after the
initial year, annually review the City's financial stability and
revenues collected and make’ the determination whether or not to
continue to iggue the tax credit.

SECTION 3: It is found and determined that all formal actions
of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption of this
Ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of this Council, and that
all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that
resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public
in compliance with all legal requirements, including Section 121.22
of the Ohio Revised Code.

SECTION 4:  This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an
emergency measure immediately necessary for the preservation of the
public peace, health, safety and welfare of said City, and for the
further reason to give the Mayor the authority to work with
Cuyahoga County to issue a tax credit to the City's homeowners;

SECTION 1: The Cuyahoga County Fiscal Officer be and is hereby
requested to draw these warrants, and the Treasurer of said County be
and i1s hereby requested to pay the City of Brook Park any money in the
County Treasury to the account of the City of Brook Park and lawfully
applicable to the purpose of the fiscal year, including all amounts to
be distributed for real property advances and special assessment funds,
specifically fund numbers M321798A and M521799.
